| am directed to say that the High Level Committee (HLC) in its meeting held
on 29-06-2018, had noted the fact that most of the States, while submitting
memorandum seeking assistance under NDRF, projects demand over and above
the extant SDRF/ NDRF norms or on items which are outside the purview of the
norms. This is the main reason for the gap between the assistance projected by the
State Government in their memorandum and NDRF assistance recommended by
the SC-NEC and approved by the HLC. The HLC decided that the approved items &
norms of NDRF should be brought to the notice of State Governments to enable
them to use the same as a basis for submitting memoranda for additional assistance
under NDRF and they should ensure that their memorandum is strictly in conformity
with the GOI approved items & norms circulated vide letter No. 32-7/2014-NDM-I,
dated 8™ April 2015 (Copy enclosed).

2. The State Governments are advised to take utmost care to ensure that ali
individual beneficiary—oriented assistance is disbursed only through bank accounts
of the beneficiary. Further, the State Government is advised to prepare a
consolidated list of individual beneficiaries in whose bank accounts funds have been
transferred. The list so prepared should be displayed on their web-site as well at the
state/ district and block/ taluk levels for the purpose of verification and social audit.

3. The State/ UT Governments are requested to comply with the aforesaid
directions and ensure that their memorandum are prepared in conformity with the
GOl approved items & norms, while seeking additional assistance under NDRF.
