Sub: Extremely Severe Cyclonic Storm (ESCS) ‘Mekunu’ over Westcentral Arabian Sea

The Extremely Severe Cyclonic Storm ‘Mekunu’ over Westcentral Arabian Sea moved further north-
northwestwards with a speed of 15 Kmph during past 06 hours and lay centered at 1430 hrs IE%T of today, 25 th May
2018 over Westcentral Arabian Sea near latitude 16.2 ON and longitude 54.4 OE, about 400 km north-northeast of
Socotra Islands and 100 km south-southeast of Salalah(Oman). It is very likely to move north-northwestwards and
cross south Oman-southeast Yemen coasts between 53 0E and 54 OF close to Salalah, around midnight of today, the
25 th May, 2018 as an Extremely Severe Cyclonic Storm with wind speed 160-170 gusting to 190 kmph.
